3. Is your elected representative a member of the Assembly leadership (committee assignments and Assembly leadership)?

4. Who is your elected Senate Representative?  Did this person serve in an elected capacity prior to winning her/his Senate seat (county supervisor, school board member, community college trustee etc)?

5. Has this person visited your district?

6. Is your elected representative a member of the Senate leadership (committee assignments and Senate leadership)?
