Extended Opportunity Programs and Services (EOPS)

Allocation Funding Formula

The current EOPS allocations funding formula was adopted by the Board of Governors in July 1989.  The formula provides for an equitable distribution of funds, because its basic premise is that colleges serving the most students will receive the most money.  The allocations formula is cost-based, thereby each college will be provided with the same dollar amount per student served.  Additionally, reductions will be kept to no more than 5 percent a year and all colleges will share equally any cost-of-living increases provided by the State Budget Act.
The EOPS allocations formula consists of three basic elements.

1. Base Allocation.  Each college will receive a base allocation of $50,000.

2. Students Served.  90 percent of the remaining funds from the appropriation will be allocated on the basis of the number of students served statewide, as defined by Title 5 regulations.

3. College Effort.  The remaining 10 percent of the appropriation will be allocated on the basis of college effort.  College effort is calculated on the amount that colleges provide in excess of the 15 percent minimum district contribution.  For the purpose of the EOPS allocations formula, college effort has been defined as college general fund expenditures, including VTEA funds, that pay for salaries, benefits, and discretionary items necessary to support EOPS programs and services.

The allocations formula will be gradually phased in to mitigate any significant dislocation of funds.  Declines in program allocations will be limited to no more than 5 percent per year.  Additionally, cost-of-living adjustments will be allocated separately from the formula and applied equally to all colleges after the formula-driven allocation is determined.

Colleges that return more than 5 percent of their allocation after the end of the fiscal year will have their next allocation reduced on a dollar-for-dollar basis by the amount in excess of the allowable 5 percent after the formula-driven allocation plus cost-of-living has been determined.

1995-1996 Administrative Procedural Change:  Beginning in 1995-1996, a funded student cap was placed on the number of students served/funded that was based upon the 1993-1994 MIS annual unduplicated student headcount figures reported for each college.  The cap number does not establish a ceiling or restrict the number of students counted as served by EOPS.  Any new monies earmarked for program growth and/or augmentation funds provided to EOPS programs are to be distributed last through the funding formula to equalize the dollar-per-student funding systemwide (refer to May 1995 memo).

1998-1999 Administrative Procedural Change:  Beginning in 1998-1999, any new monies earmarked for program growth and/or augmentation funds provided to EOPS programs will be distributed through the formula to colleges that served students above their funded cap, thereby establishing a new annual cap for those programs.  If funds are so designated, earmarked program growth monies will fund any newly-established EOPS programs prior to those funds being distributed through the formula to all other EOPS programs (refer to May 1998 memo).

In 2009-2010, the state appropriation for EOPS was drastically reduced by 40 percent from the previous year.  As a result, the Chancellor’s Office temporarily suspended the Board-approved allocations funding formula for EOPS from 2009-2010 to the current fiscal year.  All EOPS programs are currently funded at the same level as they were in 2009-2010.
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
